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Fiscal 2024 NGK International House Resident Application Guidelines

The NGK Foundation for International Students (“Foundation” hereinafter) is now accepting fiscal
2024 resident applications for the NGK International House (“House” hereinafter). The relevant
information is provided below.

1. Application Requirements (After the applicant takes up residence at the House, the application
requirements below shall apply as “residency requirements.”)
All of the following requirements must be met:

(D The applicant must hold an international student visa and be an individual, self-funded international
student enrolled as a regular undergraduate student or as a graduate student in a master’s degree or
PhD program at a university located in Aichi Prefecture.

@ The applicant must be recognized as facing difficulties in securing a residence due to economic
hardship or other reasons.

@ The applicant must not be a recipient of a Japanese government scholarship (“governmental financial
aid” hereinafter) or a high-value scholarship (an amount equal to or greater than the governmental
financial aid) at the time he or she takes up residence at the House.

@ The applicant must be less than 35 years of age as of April 1 of the year in which he or she takes up
residence in the House.

(® The applicant must be in good physical and mental health, demonstrate good comportment, and
possess an excellent academic record.

® The applicant must be backed by a joint guarantor who is either the applicant’s academic advisor or
other teaching staff on the faculty at the university at which he or she is enrolled. (Alternatively, the
applicant may be backed by an institutional guarantee from the university at which the applicant is
enrolled.)

(@ The applicant must be enrolled in the national health insurance program.

The applicant must be enrolled in the Comprehensive Renters’ Insurance for Foreign Students
Studying in Japan provided by Japan Educational Exchanges and Services during the time he or she is
a House resident. (If the applicant is not enrolled at the time of application, he or she must enroll within
one month of taking up residence.)

© The applicant must abide by all Rules on Use of NGK International House.

The applicant must participate in and cooperate with House administrative programs, including those
involving fire prevention, crime prevention, safety and sanitation, cleaning, and so forth.

@ The applicant may not own or lease a car.

@ The applicant must possess a strong interest in Japanese society and culture and international
exchange.

@ The applicant must participate in exchange events organized by the Foundation.

2. Number of Openings

9 men, 8 women; 17 total

3. Fees and Tenancy Period

(D Fees  Rent: ¥6,000/month

Electricity, water, gas and other utilities: Actual portion used in the resident’s room
@ Tenancy period

From October 2024 to graduation. However, the shortest course term is applied.

4. How to Apply

Students interested in living at the House are required to prepare the specified application documents
in Japanese and to submit them to the International Exchange Center of NCU no later than
Friday,July 12, 2024.
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5. Selection Process
The selection process has two stages: an application screening and an interview in Japanese.

@ Interview dates: between July 31 (Wed.)and August 2 (Fri.), 2024
* Interview details will be provided on July 25 (Thu.) to the universities of students passing the
application screening.

@ Results notification: August 27(Tue.), 2024
* To be sent to the universities of successful applicants

@ Move-in dates From October 1 (Tue.), 2024

floor lounge only. (No visitors are permitted on the second and third floors.)
Residents are prohibited from owning a car.
Residents must submit a report on living conditions to the caretakers each month and participate in
monthly meetings.

Please read through The Rules on Use of NGK International House for more information on House rules.
Residents will be asked to leave the House if no longer deemed fit to remain a resident by the Foundation
due to failure to abide by rules or if reasons emerge rendering residence at the House no longer necessary.

7. Reminders

(D Students applying to live at the House may not simultaneously apply for an NGK Scholarship
provided by the Foundation.

@ A student may receive support from the Foundation in the form of lodging or scholarship, but not both.
@ If a student becomes entitled to receive governmental financial aid or a high-value scholarship after
taking up residence at the House, @ of the application requirements shall not apply to him or her.

[Privacy Policy] The Foundation will handle information provided on application documents securely as
personal information. The Foundation uses this information for resident screening procedures; resident
management procedures, including direct withdrawal of rent and other fees; and follow-up
administration when residents return to their home countries. This information may be provided to the
Foundation’s directors and financial institutions within the scope necessary to undertake these
procedures. Every effort will be made in such cases to safeguard privacy
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Foundation History
Purpose of Establishment

As globalization of the international society advances, Japan has encouraged various cultural exchanges
to form a stronger friendship based on trust with other countries. Exchanging students not only develops
human potential for home countries but also builds better relationships between home and host countries.
The Ministry of Education supports these goals for the 21st century by being actively engaged in "The
100,000 Foreign Students Plan".

Currently around the globe there are over 1 million students studying abroad. Many of them are
studying in the countries in Europe and the U.S. which can provide good conditions for the international
students; the U.S. receives the largest number (450,000 students), followed by France with 140,000 and
Germany with 120,000. Compared with these numbers, Japan has only received 50,000 so far and so
requires rapid improvement of living and studying conditions for international students.

The NGK Foundation for International Students assists students from abroad to pursue their studies
and become beneficial to the development of global society by providing them with accommodations and
scholarships. In addition, we encourage interaction between international students and local citizens
with the hope that thereby the international students will have better understanding and a favorable
impression on Japan, becoming a bridge of friendship between their countries and Japan in the future.

We hope that our activities will somehow contribute to the development of international society.

Background

One of the NGK's management policies is "Good Corporate Citizenship." This policy clarifies NGK's role
as a beneficial corporate member of society and engages NGK in social contributions. Since April 1997,
NGK has started to support students from abroad against the background of its history where NGK has
developed by expanding its business worldwide.

Such support activities include renting some rooms at NGK's dormitory, offering scholarships and
giving allowances to NGK's employees who became host families. Now, we support approximately 30
students per year and are planning to increase the number in the future. To enhance this support
program, NGK will open in 1999 a dormitory exclusively for international students, called "NGK
International House," as one of NGK's 80th memorial projects.

Taking into consideration that these support activities are a matter of public welfare and are to be
continuous, NGK herein establishes an incorporated foundation, "NGK Foundation for International

Students," which takes over NGK's support activities, so that these activities will take root in society.
