Nagoya City University (NCU) was established as a public university consisting of
the Medical School and the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences in 1950. Its
lineage, however, stretches back to Nagoya School of Pharmacy (established in
1884), and Nagoya Municipal Women’s Higher Medical School (established in
1943). The Faculty of Economics, the School of Humanities and Social Sciences,
the School of Design and Architecture, the School of Nursing, and the School of
Biology and Integrated Sciences were later established, and with the
establishment of the School of Data Science in April 2023, NCU has developed
into a comprehensive university comprised of eight schools and faculties and
seven graduate schools.

This academic year, NCU enters the fourth term of the Medium-Term Goals and
Medium-Term Plans (April 2024 to March 2030). We intend to work even harder
to fulfill NCU’s mission of contributing to society through the cultivation of
excellent human resources, the dissemination of cutting-edge research to the
world, and improvements to public health and welfare. In addition to education,
medical care, and other areas, the fourth term of the medium-term plans has also
been designated as a time to promote four other key items: research, facility
development, internationalization, and digital transformation.

In terms of facility development, we are working to further improve the
educational and research environment, with new buildings for the Faculty of
Economics and the School of Data Science on the Takiko Campus and for the
School of Biology and Integrated Sciences on the Tanabe-dori Campus currently
being designed for completion in 2027.

In terms of medical care, Nagoya City University Midori Municipal Hospital and
Mirai Kousei Hospital were established in April 2023, and the Nagoya City
General Rehabilitation Center Hospital is scheduled to become affiliated with the
Medical School in 2025, creating a group of six hospitals with a total of 2,223
sickbeds, one of the most out of all public university in Japan. Nagoya City
University Hospital is also currently constructing one of Japan's largest
Emergency Disaster Medical Centers, scheduled to open in the summer of 2025.
We will continue to safeguard the health of citizens through advanced medical
care in cooperation with the local medical community.

For such activities, according to the National Survey on Regional Contribution
Activities of Universities 2023 (Nikkei), NCU was evaluated as 1st throughout the
country twice in a row. According to the Times Higher Education University
Impact Rankings 2023 for SDG3 (Health and Well-Being), NCU was ranked 7th in
the world, and 1st among Japanese universities for the second year in a row for
its SDGs efforts, led by the SDGs Center. Furthermore, in 2023, NCU marked the
highest record of the number of times NCU was featured in the mass media. This
has all been due to the energetic activity of NCU’s faculty members and students.
NCU is determined to maintain this momentum and continue to strive to become
a university that can lead the world.

Being deeply grateful for the warm understanding and support from Nagoya City
regarding and Citizens of Nagoya these series of projects, NCU will strive to
become a university in which citizens feel pride and affinity.

NCU will accurately grasp the changes in the social situation around the
university, and persevere in its effort toward reformation.

In 2014, we established the “Charter of Nagoya City University” as the basic
philosophy and action guideline of NCU, and also set out four visions in the
“Future Plan of Nagoya City University.” Thus, as a corporation, NCU has
advanced reforms toward the medium-term goals while holding to the
direction in which the entire university should proceed. As a guidepost to
indicate NCU's direction from a long-term and strategic viewpoint, we set
up the “Future Plan of Nagoya City University 2021” in February 2021, and
the “Future Plan of Graduate Schools of Nagoya City University 2021” in
January 2022. We will continue to evolve without letting the essence of our
mission out of our sight and without being afraid of change.

The major activity of the university is the generation of knowledge. In order
for NCU to continue to be an intellectual base, we will make an effort to
promote interdisciplinary and innovative research, and to realize
innovation on the basis of social issues and needs. To further enhance
NCU's research capabilities, we established the Nagoya Advanced Research
and Development Center in December 2023. We will work to solve
administrative and regional issues and contribute to regional development
while also making great strides as a research university.

Regarding education in these fast-changing modern times, an important
mission of the university is to train up “autonomous learners” who can solve
issues for themselves even after they go out into the world. For SDGs and
diversity, above all, which are social issues, I would like to ask all students
to learn and understand them and use what they have learned for their
personal improvement.

The pandemic of COVID-19 from January 2020 has forced universities to
change the form of their classes. Even after the COVID-19 pandemic is over,
it is presumable that universities across the country will not resume their
previous class form but take a composite form of face-to-face and online
modes. To keep up with the times, we will proceed with the DX (digital
transformation) occurring in the educational field.

In April 2024, the Graduate School of Medical Sciences began offering a new
nurse practitioner course under its master’s program. Preparations are also
underway for the Department of Data Science to begin offering a master’s
program in Data Science (tentative name) and for the Department of Health
Sciences (tentative name) to begin offering a program in Rehabilitation from
April 2025, enabling NCU to fulfill its responsibility to foster advanced
human resources in these fields as well. For the further development of
NCU, we, all faculty members, through our effort and perseverance, will
strive for the realization of NCU’s philosophy.

The Midori Municipal Hospital and Koseiin Medical
Welfare Center Hospital became affiliated with the
Medical School in April 2023, and were reborn into
the Nagoya City University Midori Municipal Hospital
and Mirai Kousei Hospital, respectively. As a result,
combined with the Nagoya City University Hospital,
East Medical Center, and West Medical Center, the
number of hospitals in the group rose to five, with a
total of roughly 2,200 sickbeds. The group provides a
wide range of medical services, from highly acute
onset of illness through to chronic care, while taking
advantage of the unique characteristics of each
hospital.

M Developed pictogram representing
the provision of feminine hygiene
products at the Chubu Centrair
International Airport

In a partnership with Central Japan International
Airport Co., Ltd., faculty of the Graduate School of
Design and Architecture and students of the School of
Design and Architecture collaborated on the joint
development of a pictogram for representing the
provision of feminine hygiene products. Aiming to
resolve user issues, from January 2023, the pictogram
is being used on signs in the Terminal 1 building and
on the airport website, as well as in toilets and private
rooms that provide feminine hygiene products.

MDevelopment of
Ultraviolet Skin Phototherapy Device

A phototherapy device, TheraBeam UV308 mini LED, which is
a joint research product by Prof. MORITA Akimichi of the
Graduate School of Medical Sciences and USHIO INC., was
launched on October 19, 2022. Characteristics include being
fast, simple (irradiation time is one-fourth that of previous
devices), light and compact (hand piece weight is one-third
that of previous models) energy efficient, long-lasting, and
maintenance free, and made in Japan. NCU will continue to
contribute to the development of medical technology by
transferring the research results to society through such
industry-university collaboration.

B Development of Human iPS Cell-Derived
Intestinal Epithelial Cells
In September 2019, “F-hiSIEC™” went on sale. F-hiSIEC™ are
human iPS cell-derived intestinal epithelial cells jointly researched
and developed by Prof. MATSUNAGA Tamihide, Graduate School of
Pharmaceutical Sciences of NCU, and FUJIFILM Corporation.
F-hiSIEC™ are drug discovery research support cells developed by
differentiating and inducing human iPS cells into small intestinal
epithelial cells. In their development, the technique to differentiate
and induce iPS cells into intestinal epithelial cells as established by
Prof. MATSUNAGA was combined with the world’s top level iPS
cell-related technology owned within the group by FUJIFILM
Corporation, etc.
Compared with conventional cells generally having functions close
to those of a human body and widely used for drug discovery
research, F-hiSIEC™, which are epoch-making in that they enable
the evaluation of the absorbability of drugs with a high degree of
accuracy, can make a huge contribution to increasing the efficien-
cy of oral drug development.

Contributing Profound Medical Knowledge and Ability to People
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Outline of the Department / Features of the Curriculum

The Medical School has its origin in Nagoya Municipal Women'’s Higher Medical
School established in 1943. Since its foundation, the Medical School had come
through changes twice before it took the present form in 1950. Education at the
Medical School has spanned six years with consistent provision of liberal arts
education and professional education. In professional education, the students
need to master all subjects, such as basic medicine, basic clinical medicine, social
medicine and clinical medicine, and to complete a broad range of medical
sciences in general. Also, at the University Hospital, affiliated to the Medical
School, the medical students go through clinical training as student doctors in all
departments of diagnosis and treatment.

Since the establishment in 1943, a large number of students who have graduated
from the Medical School are playing active roles in the front lines of medical
practices, researches and administrations. In April 2025, the Medical School
plans to establish the program in Nursing and Rehabilitation in the School of
Health Sciences (tentative name).We will continue our efforts to develop human
resources who will contribute to regional medical care by establishing a new
major in rehabilitation studies.
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Department of Medical School

The department provides outcome competency-based
education(OBE), instead of conventional course-based
education that requires only the acquisition of requisite
school credits. In OBE, the curriculum is composed to
warrant the achievement of predetermined requisite
competences that all medical students have to master at
their graduation. To further confirm the achievement, the
department has employed an outcome competency-based
spiral curriculum, in which the students at each grade
approach the goal in a steady manner by rounding all of the
four competency areas listed below (Competency areas I -
IV).

B Educational Outcome of the NCU Medical School
NCU presents the outcome competencies of medical
education in 17 items grouped in the following four
competency areas. At each grade, the students gradually
acquire the competencies in all of these four areas in a
well-balanced manner so that they can steadily satisfy and
complete the requirements by their graduation.

B Professional Education of the Medical School

The Medical School aims to prepare medical doctors and medical

scientists to possess excellence, humanism, accountability, and

altruism. Since the ultimate goal of medicine is health enhance-

ment and social welfare, it requires the highest level of humanism

and ethics based on advanced health sciences and technologies.

The students of the Medical School acquire the knowledge about

various diseases according to the structural and functional abnor-

malities of humans and their relationships with patients’ natural

and social environment and lifestyle, the ability to provide appro-

priate preventive treatment and care, and the ethics in making

appropriate use of such ability in the society. Also, the students

enhance their ability to solve various medical problems and

thereby contribute as scientists to the development of basic and

clinical medical sciences.
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Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences
Aiming for Drug Discovery Through Exploring Knowledge and Contribution to Medical Care
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Outline of the Departments / Features of the Curriculum

NCU's Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences has a history of over 140 years since it
was established in 1884 as Nagoya School of Pharmacy. Since its foundation, this
faculty has played a central, consistent role in the field of pharmaceutical
research in this region.

As pharmaceutical science is a discipline essential to medical care, the Faculty of
Pharmaceutical Sciences intends to train students to master the general
principles of proper management, utilization, research and development of new
drugs, and contribute to societal needs.

In the academic year 2006, this Faculty reorganized the four-year Department of
Pharmacy and Department of Pharmaceutics into the following: (1) the six-year
Department of Pharmacy mainly to nurture pharmacists, and (2) the four-year
Department of Pharmaceutical and Life Sciences mainly to nurture
pharmaceutical researchers and engineers.

The curriculum of each department allows the students to acquire professional
ability systematically and practically through lectures, practical training, and
graduation research. The students are expected to go on to the Graduate School
of Pharmaceutical Sciences to acquire further study in advanced drug
development and life science or medical care functional pharmaceutical science,
and play an active role as researchers and developers of new drugs or
pharmacists contributing to advanced medical treatment.
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Department of Pharmacy
The students study medical science related to drugs and medication in a
comprehensive manner, and obtain qualification for the national examination for
pharmacists. This six-year curriculum aims at preparing the students for being
pharmacists and other pharmaceutical personnel who can contribute to various
fields related to medical care.

Department of Pharmaceutical and Life Sciences

The students acquire an extensive knowledge of new drug development and life
science ranging from the basic knowledge to advanced knowledge. Based on such
broad knowledge, this four-year curriculum aims at cultivating students to be
researchers and developers of new drugs for contribution to the development of
life science and medical care.
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Faculty of Economics

Cultivation of Human Resources to Support Regional Economy and Management
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Outline of the Departments / Features of the Curriculum

NCU's Faculty of Economics was established in 1964 in response to the enthusiastic expectations
of the local business community. The number of graduates exceeded 10,000 in March 2018, and
the faculty will celebrate its 60th anniversary in 2024. The Faculty consists of three departments:
the Department of Public Policy in Economics, the Department of Management Systems, and the
Department of Accounting and Finance. In April 2025, the three departments will be merged into
one department, the Department of Economics and Business Administration.

The structure of the curriculum is unique, designed to train human resources capable of dealing
with various problems related to the economy and management of the local region. In their first
year, students can take introductory courses in specialized subjects. From their sophomore year,
they take courses in the fundamentals of the department they choose. Also in their junior and
senior years, they take more professional and diversified applied subjects. They can also take
subjects offered by local public officers and local business persons. Another feature of the Faculty
is small-group education through exercises, which the students attend from their first year.
Especially in workshops called Zemi “seminars” in their junior and senior years, they address their
own challenges independently. There is also a system in place to actively support students to
acquire professional qualifications, such as certified public accountant, licensed tax accountant,
financial planner and public servant.

Graduates have obtained employment in the public service, and the financial, manufacturing and
service sectors. Their remarkable success in those fields as human resources supporting the local
economy and management has further enhanced the reputation of the Faculty of Economics.
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Department of Public Policy in Economics

In this department, the students study economics. By studying
economics, the students can understand the behavioral principle
of economic agents (households, firms and governments), and,
based on their understanding, analyze and evaluate the policies of
central and local governments. In view of this, the department has
established a curriculum to enable the students to systematically
study the basics of economics and its applied fields. On this basis,
the department trains the students for discussion considering the
behavior of economic agents to enable them to propose policy for
central and local governments or management planning at
companies.

Department of Management Systems

Students in this department study various organizational manage-
ment structures from two viewpoints, “business administration”
and “institutional economics and economic history.” The curricu-
lum of the department is so designed that, in business administra-
tion, the students can study the formation of organization, the
development of new business, the creation of marketing strate-

gies, and the structure of human resource management, and in the
area of institutional economics and economic history, the students
can study the structures of companies, local communities, nations
and international society from the institutional and historical
points of view. Thus, the department aims at cultivating human
resources who are familiar with institutions and history of society
and economy, and can achieve greater understanding of company
management.

Department of Accounting and Finance

The Students in this department study company activities from
the viewpoint of financing. “Accounting” refers to the study of how
companies should report their financial conditions internally and
externally, and “Finance” refers to the study of how companies
should make decisions pertaining to finance. Under the
curriculum, students can comprehensively study both the areas of
accounting and finance, and also the subjects of statistical and
quantitative methods and information processing related to
accounting and finance. The department aims at cultivating the
students to be advanced professionals in accounting and finance.
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School of Humanities and Social Sciences

Education for Reviewing Individual Sustainable Lifestyle and Ideals

In the academic year 2013, the educational philosophy of the School of
Humanities and Social Sciences adopted the United Nation's Education for
Sustainable Development (ESD) as a key phrase, and since the academic year
2018, NCU has promoted ESD as “education for inquiring into global society
and human existence through our association with nature and others, and
reviewing our individual sustainable lifestyle and ideals.” We also believe that
education is the key to achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)
advocated by the United Nations, and have established a group of subjects to
study the various circumstances leading to the 17 SDGs, which we position at
the core of our education.

In the School of Humanities and Social Sciences, three departments—-the
Department of Psychology and Education, Department of Social Studies, and
Department of Intercultural Studies--cooperate in providing unique
programs with the goal of realizing the philosophy of ESD. Through the
diversified educational content and assignment-oriented interdisciplinary
and multiple educational programs that these three departments provide, the
school aims to develop individuals capable of deeply re-evaluating the nature
of humanity and society. In 2025, The Department of Psychology and
Education quota for admission is scheduled to increase from 64 to 84.
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Outline of the Departments / Features of the Curriculum

Department of Psychology and Education

The Department of Psychology and Education endeavors
to foster human resources with a scientific view and a
warm outlook on people, and an understanding of human
diversity, to engage in lifelong development support and
nurturing the next generation. For this purpose, the
department is providing a curriculum based on
psychology and the study of education with the four
curriculum models of ‘learning the issues in nurturing
the next-generation,” “aiming to be a childcare provider
who has a high ability to solve issues,” “learning human
psychology and diversity,” and “aiming to be a specialist
in psychological support.” As of the academic year 2018,
the department has adjusted the curriculum to meet the
requirements of the Licensed Psychologist examination, a
national qualification for psychological specialists.

Department of Social Studies

The Department of Social Studies is dedicated to fostering
individuals who can deeply recognize the complexity of

modern society and provide for the welfare of all its
citizens. Its curriculum, centering on sociology, is
structured so that the students can develop their ability to
analyze modern society from various perspectives. By
studying politics, law, social welfare and history, they will
acquire the skills to survey and analyze contemporary
society and to develop the ability to design a better
society.

Department of Intercultural Studies

The Department of Intercultural Studies provides a
broad curriculum in order for its students to learn
foreign languages as well as engage in cultural exchange
and mutual understanding of different cultures from a
comparative point of view. This is predicated on the
belief that students can cultivate their minds to be open
to “foreign cultures” through having an interest in and
understanding of their own culture. The department
aims to raise the knowledge and skills of students in
order to enrich cross-cultural communication.
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The School of Design and Architecture was established in April 1996 as an
institution for training designers in multidisciplinary design and architecture (i.e.,
competent designers, possessing designing techniques, sensitivity and ability of
human understanding). The school has three departments, namely, Department of
Informatics and Media Design (quota: 30), Industrial Innovation Design (quota:
30), and Department of Architecture and Urban Design (quota: 40). The school
features a curriculum structure that allows students to acquire interdisciplinary
knowledge and study both theory and practice in a balanced manner. To achieve
this purpose, students are exposed to substantial subjects, including practical
training in design and architecture carried out in small classes so that the
students can embody their visions and ideas in pieces of work and presents them.
For use in education and research, the school is equipped with up-to-date
facilities, such as 3D printer, motion captures and 3D scanners. Its production
environment is well-endowed in terms of 3D computer graphics, visual, audio and
other equipment. Another feature of the school is that the students are engaged
in social action programs by utilizing the knowledge and designing capability
they have acquired, such as decorating hospital interior, painting walls in welfare
facilities, producing posters for local events, producing lampshades for Nagoya
“Akari” Night illumination contest, and others.
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This department relates to the design theories, skills and creation
for the interface design which connects the human body/sense
to information space, and for the digital design of images and
sounds. Subjects cover information and communication technolo-
gy (ICT) from the primary studies to the application, as well as
the theory and practice of interface design or audio-visual design.
The department aims to nurture competent designers who can
create and develop sophisticated interfaces, software, Web
application and network systems, as well as various types of
visual images.

In the Department of Industrial Innovation Design, students
acquire expressiveness and form-giving, ie., power to express
their own ideas and sentiments, and knowledge needed to
scientifically understand natural phenomena and the inner world
of emotion, such as physics and psychology, mainly in the
freshman and sophomore years. In the junior and senior years,
the department aims to cultivate students capable of applying
these theories and skills to design and information engineering
through a cross-sectionally linked program as a means of design
and architecture.
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The students in this department study theories and tech-
niques applied to well-designed cities where the citizens
can live in a secure and affluent environment. Subjects
cover architectural design and planning, structures and
materials, environment and facilities, and cities and regions
from the primary studies to the application, as well as the
theory and practice of interior design, landscape design,
disaster prevention and environmental management. The
department aims to nurture competent specialists of archi-
tectural and urban design for residential and commercial
store buildings, disaster prevention, environmental conser-
vation and landscape conservation.
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The School of Nursing was established in 1999 as the 6th school of Nagoya City
University. However, the School of Nursing has a long history and tradition; its
origin as a teaching institution dates back to 1931.

Nursing is one of the sciences which is deeply concerned with human health. It is
a practical science which aims to support human life in consideration of each
patient’s life stage and living environment. Every nurse is required to possess
advanced knowledge and a sophisticated sense of response to and specialization
in medical care, working as a member of a medical team and promoting people’s
interest in health.

Thus the School of Nursing intends to train and nurture medical personnel who
can understand human dignity and contribute to health promotion, medical care
and welfare through their nursing activities. Compulsory education in all fields of
nursing has been provided to the students enrolled before 2011. The public
health nursing is currently taught as an elective. From April 2023, we have
integrated with Nagoya City Central School of Nursing. The quota for admission
will increase from 80 to 120 and hold classes at Aoi School Building as well.

In addition, in 2025, we plan to transition to the School of Medicine and major in
Nursing of Health Sciences (tentative name).
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The curriculum of the School of Nursing is made up of
liberal arts education subjects, basic special subjects and
specialized subjects.

The liberal arts education subjects include general culture
subjects, foreign language subjects and information subjects.
Utilizing the advantages of being a comprehensive universi-
ty, a wide variety of liberal arts classes are open to this
department. In addition, in order for the students to acquire
the basic ability necessary for medical personnel, Interpro-
fessional Health Care is available in conjunction with the
students of the Medical School and Faculty of Pharmaceuti-
cal Sciences immediately after their enrollment.

The basic specialized subjects offer basic knowledge for
practical nursing care. Subjects are taken regarding physio-
logical, psychological and social aspects of human diseases,
treatment.

The specialized subjects allow students to gain an under-
standing of nursing theory and acquire practical nursing
skills. Subjects include basic nursing science theories and
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techniques, characteristics of human development and
health problems, nursing according to specific lifestyle and
treatment environments, and nursing systems and health
promotion and medical care. Ample opportunity for practi-
cal training at hospitals, including Nagoya City University
Hospital, healthcare centers and Long-Term Care Health
Facilities for hands-on learning is also offered as part of the
course.

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The School of Biology and Integrated Sciences was established as the seventh school
of NCU in 2018 to study basic science. Basic science elucidates the fundamental
principles of the cosmos and nature, and is the foundation of technology. Basic science
has played important roles in the development of human society in tandem with
applied sciences, such as medical science, pharmaceutical science, engineering and
agriculture.

In today’s rapidly transforming world, it is critical for students of basic science to
study a balance of life science, materials science, mathematics, and information
sciences. This broad training provides a big picture view that, when coupled with
focused specialization in a specific field, empowers students to make strong
contributions to scientific and technical progress.

In this school, students first study the broad foundations of basic science related to life
science. They then progress to study of specific specialized domains and develop deep
understanding, supported by a range of viewpoints and knowledge from across
academic disciplines. In addition, the school aims to cultivate human resources
capable of problem solving based on flexible thinking, sound logic and a cooperative
Spirit.

In the future, these human resources will play a central role in such areas as the
creation of innovation, regional development from a global perspective, and the
science-related education of the next generation. After graduation, graduates can opt
to proceed to the Graduate School of Science.
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Undergraduate Education Overviewing the Entirety of Science Centered on Life Science

Sciences

The School of Biology and Integrated Sciences provides a
single-discipline curriculum that allows students to build a
broad knowledge of basic science. In the first year, students
take liberal arts education subjects, including natural science
experiments and elementary information processing, and, at
the same time, take specialized basic subjects, including an
introduction to comprehensive basic science experiments and
an overview of comprehensive basic science. Through the
substantial first-year education, students develop academic
self-awareness. Full-scale specialized education starts from the
second year. To assist students in making a smooth transition
from basic subjects to specialized subjects, the school provides
two courses: the Biological Science Course and the
Mathematical and Material Science Course.

In the first semester of the third year, students gain practical
training in comprehensive basic science through visits to a
series of laboratories: these visits also inform student
laboratory selections. Students join their chosen lab in the
second semester of their third year: there they conduct
undergraduate research over a period of a year and a half.
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In this course, students learn the basics of science, including
life science, materials science, mathematics, and information
sciences, and then undertake the specialized study of life
science. Thus, this course produces researchers, engineers,
teachers, etc. who can actively participate in the life science
field with their wide perspective of science.

This course aims to cultivate human resources who can
actively take part in material science or mathematics and
information sciences fields with the advantage of familiarity
with life science and an extensive knowledge of mathematical
and material sciences.
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School of Data Science

Providing society with human resources capable of utilizing practical data science
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Outline of the Department / Features of the Curriculum

We established the School of Data Science in 2023 as NCU's eighth faculty depart-
ment.

With the growing demand for personnel able to lead Society 5.0, there is increasing
need for data science, an academic discipline that derives new knowledge from big
data using mathematics, information science, and statistics. The School of Data
Science aims to develop human resources who take an interest in the various phenom-
ena and issues concerning information technology and data utilization as it relates to
IT, business, and medical care, and who have acquired the practical abilities needed to
contribute to resolving various social issues by applying the systemic knowledge and
skills of statistics, mathematics, and informatics engineering, as well as basic knowl-
edge of economics towards the gathering, management, and analysis of the massive
data that exists in society in order to conduct objective validations and analyses. In
April 2025, the Graduate School of Data Science (Master's Program) (tentative name)
is scheduled to establish.

The school is characterized by: (1) a well-balanced assignment of full-time faculty
members in the basic field of data science as well as the three data science application

fields of IT, business, and medicine to enable diverse data science education, research,

and collaboration both internally and externally in a way that leverages each faculty
member’s area of specialty based on data; (2) a focus on cultivating practical data
science skills through problem-solving exercises in cooperation with data science
practitioners; and (3) contributions to university-wide data science education at NCU.
The School of Data Science, which aims to contribute to society and academic fields, is
positioned as a center for co-creation through data science education, research, and
collaboration both internally and externally.
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Department of Data Science

The curriculum of the School of Data Science includes basic
subjects for collecting, analyzing, and utilizing data, as well as
practice subjects that match the progress of the year to help
students acquire practical skills in data utilization and the
ability to solve various social issues around the world. We
provide three study models: IT, business, and medicine.
Students looking to engage in the information field as
advanced information engineers should choose the IT field.
The business field is for those interested in economic data and
that want to engage in management or business administra-
tive. For students striving for medical or health and welfare
fields, we recommend the medical field study model.

In the first and second years, students learn the basic theories
of statistics, mathematics, information engineering, and
economics necessary to utilize data. In the third year, students
acquire more advanced theory and information processing and
analysis technology, and learn the application of data science
in the three fields of IT, business, and medicine as practical
fields of data science. During the second and third years,
problem-solving learning (PBL exercises) is conducted. Based
on selected courses, students gradually acquire practical data
utilization skills, problem identification, and problem-solving

skills through active learning. We aim to foster the ability for
students to identify specific issues on their own and obtain new
knowledge that will lead to solutions from data.

By linking this learning to the graduation research of
fourth-year students, we train students to become a data
scientist in a digital society by acquiring the ability, knowledge,
and wisdom to make practical use of data.
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|Graduate School of Medical Sciences

Outline

The Graduate School of Medical Scienc-
es intends to produce creative medical
researchers and doctors who have
advanced expertise and applied skills.
Towards this objective, the graduate
school allows researchers in basic sci-
ences and clinical medicine to tackle
most advanced medical research.

Master’s Program in Medical
Sciences

Based on NCU's history and achieve-
ment in medical research and educa-
tion, Master’s Program provides oppor-
tunities in research training as well as
advanced professional education to stu-
dents who have completed a four-year
undergraduate education. Our goals are
identification of disease etiology, treat-
ment and prevention of disease, health
promotion, and establishment of wel-
fare. This program is open to students
who wish to be specialists with profes-
sional expertise in medical science inte-

grating basic and clinical medicine, and
to students who plan to enter the doc-
toral program.

Master’s Program in Medical
Sciences (Nurse Practitioner
Course)

Established in 2024. This course en-
ables experienced nurses to become
nurse practitioners and conduct
research in related fields.

Doctoral Program in Structure
and Function in Biomedical
Sciences

Doctoral students study structure-
activity relationships that regulate bio-
logical functions of living organisms.

Doctoral Program in
Biosignaling and Regulation in
Medical Sciences

In this doctoral program, students study
biological function control via physiology
and biological information processing.

Doctoral Program in Biodefense
System and Comprehensive
Medical Sciences

Doctoral students study biological
functions and their control mecha-
nisms on constitutive substance and
molecule basis.

Doctoral Program in Community
Medicine, Environmental Health
Sciences and Medical Education
The students in this doctoral course
analyze links between human health
and environmental as well as social fac-
tors, which are causative to various dis-
orders and diseases.
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IGraduate School of Pharmaceutical Sciences

Outline

The Graduate School of Pharmaceutical
Sciences consists of a five-year master’s
program and doctoral program, and a
four-year doctoral program.

The Master's Program and Doctoral
Program in Medicinal and Life Sciences
intend to nurture independent researchers
and engineers through the acquisition of
more advanced cutting-edge knowledge
and skills and engagement in creative
high-tech  research. Specifically, the
students are encouraged to develop their
ability to solve problems in the two-year
master’s program, and to set assignments
as well as to solve problems in the
three-year doctoral program.

The Doctoral Program in Experimental
and Clinical Pharmacy intends to nurture
researchers and leading pharmacists who
have clinical research ability and problem
solving skills and personnel who possess
advanced research ability and are engaged
in public health administration and
medical and pharmaceutical education.

Five-Year Master’s Program and
Doctoral Program in Medicinal
and Life Sciences

The students acquire the newest knowledge
and skills for research and development of
drugs and the most-advanced knowledge and
skills for the analysis of biomolecular
functions in response to the rapid progress in
life science. Furthermore, through the system-
atic linkage with the related disciplines,
students receive a comprehensive education
and conduct creative high-tech research in
the promotion and evolution of new drug
development and life science.

Three-Year Doctoral Program in
Cooperative Major in
Nanopharmaceutical Sciences
Starting from the academic year 2013, the
Graduate School of Cooperative Major in
Nanopharmaceutical ~ Sciences  (doctoral
program), established jointly with Nagoya
Institute of Technology, promotes education
research in the field that fuses pharmaceuti-
cal sciences and engineering.

Four-Year Doctoral Program in
Experimental and Clinical
Pharmacy

The students acquire advanced knowledge
and skills that are fundamental for leading
pharmacists in order to cope well with
sophisticated and complicated diagnoses
and medications; and who can play a central
role in the proper use of drugs, the
reduction of their side effects, the preven-
tion of drug disasters, and the management
of investigational new drugs. Furthermore,
students  conduct advanced research
systematically linking the fundamentals
medical function and pharmaceutical
science and clinically related fields.
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|Graduate School of Economics

Outline

NCU founded the Graduate School of
Economics in 1968. Since then, this
school has fulfilled its role as a training
institution for researchers, producing a
large number of graduates as university
faculty members. In 1989, the school
started the first evening school
(Master’s Program) for working profes-
sionals in Japan. In 2005, the school
reformed and opened an evening
Doctoral Program where working
professionals are able to study in a
Doctoral curriculum. A large number of
students, including working profession-
als, have graduated from this school.

In this respect, NCU has achieved
outstanding results for society as an
advanced academic and professional
training institution. In an effort to make
a constructive and creative academic
environment, the school allows students
to earn their Master's Program by
submitting research papers developed
from topics dealt with in lectures. In
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addition, the school provides special
lectures by successful professionals in
their respective business areas. In 2016,
the school started a new program,
“Course of Economics and Management
in Health,” to provide medical personnel.
In 2020, the school also started a
program “Course of Executive Manager”
to provide corporate manager and the
experienced person. This course provides
professional research and education for
developing original management theory
or the philosophy.

Master’s Program and
Doctoral Program in
Department of Economics

The goal of the Master’s Program and
Doctoral Program in Department of
Economics is to analyze various
economic problems theoretically and
empirically. This program provides
advanced research and education in
four areas: namely, the Economic
Theory Group, the Economic Policy I

Group, the Economic Policy II Group
and the Institutional Economics and
Economic History Group.

Master’s Program and
Doctoral Program in
Department of Management
The goal of the Master’s Program and
Doctoral Program in Department of
Management is to provide training in the
business world by paying attention to the
relationship between business adminis-
tration, accounting, and financing.

This program provides advanced
research and education in three areas:
namely, the Business Administration
Group, the Accounting Group and the
Finance and Information Systems Group.
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|Graduate School
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of Humanities and Social Sciences

Outline
In the Graduate School of Humanities
and Social Sciences, researchers in
various fields of research in human-
ities and social sciences are engaged
in research activities in seven courses
in the Master’s Course of the Doctoral
Program and in two courses in the
Doctor’s Course of the Doctoral Pro-
gram. Since its inception in April
2017, the graduate school Course of
Clinical Psychology has provided
practical training, etc. in collabora-
tion with the Nagoya City Board of Ed-
ucation, the Graduate School of Medi-
cal Sciences and the University Hospi-
tal to foster excellent licensed psy-
chologists and clinical psychologists.
The Doctoral Program (The Master’s
Course and Doctoral Course) uniquely
features day and evening classes and
the Extended Study Program to
widely accommodate working adults
(excluding the Clinical Psychology
Course), and many graduate students

in fulltime employment are studying
enthusiastically.

Master’s Program in
Humanities and Social
Sciences

The Master’'s Course of the Doctoral
Program provides seven courses -
Global Culture; Japanese Culture;
Urban Policy; Gender, Welfare and
Sociology; Psychological Develop-
ment; Society and Education; and
Clinical Psychology. In each course,
more than one faculty member and
student conduct research jointly,
deepening their research through
presentation and discussion.

The Course of Clinical Psychology
provides a wide array of curricula and
fulfilling extracurricular practical work
to produce highly skilled psychological
specialists. In the Clinical Psychology
Consultation Room established within
the Medical Psychology Center and
functioning as practice facilities, gradu-

ate students provide psychological
counseling to citizens having various
concerns under the guidance of faculty
members who are qualified as licensed
psychologists and clinical psycholo-
gists.

Doctoral Program in
Humanities and Social
Sciences

In two research areas, Cultural
Research and Human and Social
Research, students who are researching
with us and preparing their doctoral
papers have various goals in mind: to be
researchers in the future, or take advan-
tage of their research outcome for their
professional activities, or even for their
educational activities.
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In order for students to acquire a
profound understanding of, and a broad
outlook and rich sensitivity toward
human beings, and advanced knowledge
and ability related to science and
technology, the Graduate School of
Design and Architecture aims to
train students to make progress as
professionals or researchers through
creative research and production. The
Doctoral Program (Master’s Course and
Doctor’s  Course), having three
disciplines (Informatics and Media
Design, Industrial Innovation Design,
and Architecture and Urban Design)
trains students to solve various problems
in society, and also acquire the ability to
make a specific approach based on their
respective disciplines to the realization
of human happiness.
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The students acquire knowledge and
skills mainly related to interface
design, audio-visual design, and infor-
mation and communication engineer-
ing, engaging in research and creation
of the advanced information design.
This program nurtures information
and communication engineers, soft-
ware engineers, media designers/artists
and researchers.

This area fuses the power of express-
ing one’'s own ideas and sentiments,
such as expressiveness and form-giv-
ing, and disciplines for scientifically
understanding natural phenomena and
the inner world of emotion, such as
physics and psychology, into one, and
cultivates persons related to technology
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and design in the industrial area.

The students acquire knowledge and
skills mainly related to architectural
planning and designing, structural
engineering, environment building
facilities, cities and regions, and
engaging in research and production
of the advanced architecture and
urban design. This program nurtures
architects, designers, urban planners,
structure and environment engineers
and researchers.
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The Graduate School of Nursing pursues the
theories and practice of nursing. We foster
the development of the high-quality nurse
practitioners needed by society amid
advancing decline in childbirth rates and
population aging, and train excellent
nursing educators and researchers capable
of actively responding to the needs of
society. Furthermore, the school promotes
cutting-edge research on community
health, medical care, and welfare disciplines
in compliance with current medical care.

The education and research organization is
comprised of the Health Support Nursing
and Care System Nursing disciplines, and
the Center Department (e.g., the Nursing
Information Center). In the future, the
Center Division plans to open the nursing
research promotion center and various
other centers to support the field of
nursing, and has established a system able
to support the academic pursuits of gradu-
ate school students in multiple ways. In
addition, as there are many students who
engage in studies while also working in
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clinical fields or academic institutions, we
have established a structure to support
those students as well, including evening
classes and distance learning.

Fields marked with **: Offering Certified
Nurse Specialist (CNS) training courses
Fields marked with *** Offering
peri-anesthesia nurse training courses
We are fostering the development of
specialists capable of providing high-level
nursing care.
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This graduate course begins with
acquiring basic knowledge of theories
and technologies related to natural,
mathematical and information sciences
for the purpose of elucidating unsolved
life- and material-related phenomena.
Students are provided with the knowl-
edge and research experience that
allow them to contribute to the
progress of science and technology in
the future. This course program empha-
sizes interdisciplinary sciences that are
indispensable for solving complicated
problems that emerge in the 21st
century, and the realization of a sustain-
able society.

This graduate course admits students
having various skills and backgrounds
from all over the country, including
working people and students from
overseas. In order for working students
to manage both their work and their
studies, the course provides a day and
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evening lecture system and an extend-
ed-year course system. As of April 2019,
new students will be eligible for a high
school specialized teacher’s license
(science), which will support high school
teachers in upskilling. For students from
overseas countries, in addition to being
regular graduate students, a foreign
research student system provides
opportunities to receive education in
this course together with reduced
admission fees and tuition fees.

The program emphasizes the fusion
between information and basic sciences
for developing new fields between
established sciences.
The specialized subjects are divided into
the following two groups:

Nagoya City University Hospital (“University Hospital") has its origin in the
Nagoya Municipal Hospital established in 1931. Having gone through various
transitions, the University Hospital developed into its present entity in 1950.
The University Hospital was nominated as a special functioning hospital in
July 1995. It is an education and research institution of NCU that contributes

this hospital provides advanced, safe and open
medical service and nurtures medical professionals
who have high expertness and moral values.

to the development of medical treatment in metropolitan Nagoya by providing

a high degree of advanced medical treatment.

In May 2012, the University Hospital opened a new ward named Kidani
Memorial Cancer Center (on the east of the Outpatient Care Ward) in order to
provide multidisciplinary treatment using both high-degree diagnosis and

leading-edge treatment together to cancer patients.

As of April, 2024, the University Hospital has 800 authorized sickbeds, 35
diagnosis and clinical sections, and central departments, plus the Pharmacy
Department, the Nursing Department and the Administration Office. Under
the excellent medical treatment provision system, the University Hospital is

providing medical treatment to a large number of patients.

Nagoya City University East Medical Center had its origins as a
quarantine hospital for infectious cases taken over from Aichi
Prefecture in March 1890. In July 1901, the hospital was reopened
as an isolation hospital. In June 1957, the hospital was relocated to
a remodeled building at the present location and changed its name
to Nagoya City Higashi Municipal Hospital. Since then, as a
community core hospital, the hospital has enriched emergency
medical care and highly specialized medical care for cardiovascular
and cerebrovascular diseases by, for example, opening an
emergency ward, a cardiovascular center and a cerebrovascular
center. The hospital changed its name to Nagoya City East Medical
Center in May 2011, and received approval as a regional medical
care support hospital in March 2013.

The hospital opened an emergency and outpatient ward in March
2015, and an inpatient and medical care ward in January 2020.
In April 2021, the center became NCU's affiliated hospital, and
changed its name to Nagoya City University East Medical Center.
In this way, the hospital aims to realize its vision of an emergency
hospital which accepts patients, without turning away any,
around the clock all year round, and promote the enhancement
and enrichment of the medical functions.

The predecessors of Nagoya City West Medical Center were
Johoku Hospital and Josai Hospital, both of which had been
run as local core hospitals. In May 2011, both hospitals
relocated to a new institution erected at the present
location within Quality Life 21 Johoku (a complex of
facilities with healthcare, medical care and welfare
functions), and started operation as Nagoya City West
Medical Center, established by merging both hospitals to
improve and upgrade pediatric and perinatal care, cancer
care, spine care and emergency medical services. In
February 2013, the center opened a proton therapy center,
and started cancer therapy using proton beams for the first
time in the three prefectures of the Tokai region.

The center was approved as a regional medical care support
hospital in September 2013, and designated as a regional
cancer medical examination cooperation base hospital in
April 2019. In April 2021, the center became NCU's
affiliated hospital, and changed its name to Nagoya City
University West Medical Center. In this way, the center
provides local residents with safe and high-quality medical
service as a university hospital rooted in the community.

| Nagoya City University Mirai Kousei Hospital

Established in 1951 as a hospital based on the Medical Care
Act and a medical protection facility based on the Public
Assistance Act. In 1982, the hospital was relocated to its
current location and renamed to Koseiin Medical Welfare
Center. In April 2000, following the enforcement of the
Long-Term Care Insurance Law, part of the hospital was
converted to a designated long-term care medical facility.
From April 2023, the facility became an affiliated hospital of
the NCU'’s Medical School, and was renamed to Nagoya City
University Mirai Kousei Hospital. Also, some wards were
converted to convalescent rehabilitation wards. In addition to
providing care for dementia and frailty, we will provide
high-quality medical care, including rehabilitation tailored to
the patient’s needs incorporating cutting-edge technologies,
provide treatment focused on living at home from the time of
hospitalization, and provide discharge support. We are using
the opportunity created by becoming affiliated hospital to
start a new specialized outpatient clinic with establish a
system for interdisciplinary medical treatment for various
diseases through cooperation with related clinical depart-
ments.

Information System Section

The information system section operates and manages the
campus information network, and education and clerical systems,
etc. of NCU. With an information processing classroom and a
personal computer room on Takiko (Yamanohata) Campus, and
personal computers installed at library branches on each campus,
the information system section provides lectures related to
information processing, and maintains the environment in which
various information systems including the Internet, e-mail,
academic information system, etc. can be used.

In addition, a wireless LAN environment of each campus is
improved one by one to boost the convenience of the information
environment. The information system also responds to any
network-related inquiries from students and faculty members.

The Institute for Advanced Education and Research is an
organization established to promote the educational reform of
NCU on a university-wide basis.

The institute assumes the responsibility for liberal arts education

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Taking over the responsibilities of the Gender Equality Promotion
Center established in April 2014, the Center for Diversity, Equity,
and Inclusion was established in April 2022 in order to further
drive forth the improvement of work-life balance and the reform
of working style.

Placed under the control of Director of the center, who is also
Assistant to the President in charge of diversity, the staff of the
center, who are selected from all the graduate schools, faculty
and the university hospital, put effort into the improvement of
work environments and education-and-research environments
for the faculty members, and the promotion of awareness
enlightenment about diversity.

The Research Equipment Sharing Center was established with a
view to promoting the shared use of NCU's research facilities and
equipment efficiently across the university to facilitate the
creation of research results.

The All-Campus Experimental Animal Center was established
with a view to facilitate and improve the efficiency of experiments
on animals within the campus and contribute to the development
of academic research.

The center provides support and consultation related to
experiments on animals, all-campus information sharing,
all-campus control, etc. related to the introduction and
maintenance of equipment, etc. required for animal testing.

The Social Relations Center was established for the purpose of
contributing to society by utilizing resources possessed by NCU,
such as the accomplishments of education and research, and
collaborating with citizens, the local community, local business
enterprises, etc.

As the gateway to the university’s social collaboration program,
this center coordinates the matching of faculty members for
various consultations about regional contribution, such as
dispatching faculty members as instructors, and collaborative
projects with local communities.
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Center for Creative Collaboration of Industry-Academia-Government
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Career Support Center
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Center for Urban Policy Research and Education
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The Center for Creative Collaboration of Industry-Academia-
Government is an organization set up with the object of
promoting research collaboration between business, academic
and governmental circles.

The center is made up of two groups, the Research Support
Group for drawing up research strategic plans and aiding in
procuring funds for large-scale research fund, the Industry-
Academia-Government Collaboration Group for creating, managing
and utilizing intellectual property. The center supports researchers
with a consistent system from the initial stages of research
through to industry-academia-government collaboration.

It is anticipated that regional innovation will be strengthened
through this initiative.

The Career Support Center provides support to students for
career development and job seeking. At the Center, students can
browse information including corporate and job information, a
variety of job-hunting event information, economic magazines,
etc. Career consultants are available -

here to provide support, such as
counseling, assistance in preparing
for interviews, and holding of
career support events.

In order to maintain and promote the health of students, the
Health Center was established on October 1, 2018 by enhancing
the function of the nurse’s office and students’ counselling room.
In the center, physicians, clinical psychotherapists, nurses and
other staff from various fields work in close cooperation to
provide expedient treatment, counselling about all manner of
personal problems, mental and physical health counselling,
periodic health checkups, patch tests for alcoholic reaction, and
more. Thus, the center contributes to the maintenance and
promotion of mental and physical health of students.

The Center for Urban Policy Research and Education was set up
in May 2018 to contribute to the solution of diverse issues facing
this region including Nagoya City, such as local community
planning, child rearing support, medical care, welfare and
tourism. The Graduate School of Economics and the Graduate
School of Humanities and Social Sciences together play a central
role in conducting investigation, research and analysis toward
solving the issues in cooperation with other graduate schools,
such as the Graduate School of Design and Architecture, and by
combining their specialized fields, taking full advantage of the
strengths of NCU as a comprehensive university.
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International Exchange Center
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As the predecessor of the International Exchange Center (IEC),
the International Exchange Promotion Center (IEPC) was
established in March 2008 to nurture internationally-minded
human resources, facilitate international joint research and
support activities, help promote regional internationalization,
and contribute to the development of the international
community. In order to expand exchange with overseas
universities and research institutes, the IEPC evolved into the IEC
in April 2014, which sends academic staff overseas and accepts
visiting scholars from foreign countries as well as encourages the
conclusion of inter-university exchange agreements with
universities in other parts of the world. Furthermore, the IEC
provides students study-abroad programs for various periods and
with a range of contents to actively promote student overseas
dispatch, such as exchange programs with partner universities. In
addition, the IEC located in Building No. 3, Takiko (Yamanohata)
Campus, gives hands on support to students who are considering
study abroad by providing services.

B Consultations Regarding Studying Abroad

The dedicated staff at the Center respond to inquiries from
students for advice about studying abroad at partner universities
and other modes of studying abroad.

BLending Language Learning Materials, and
Providing Reference Materials for Viewing
As well as English learning materials, the Center provides a
variety of learning materials for Chinese, French and other
foreign languages as a second foreign language. The Center also
provides materials for NCU's study-abroad program, memoirs
from previous students, magazines on studying abroad and a
large number of other reference materials related to studying in
various foreign countries.

W “Talk Time” in Foreign Languages

In order to provide an opportunity to communicate in foreign
languages with international students, the Center offers students
a session called “Talk Time” in foreign languages during lunch
time.

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Nagoya Advanced Research and Development Center
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The Medical Psychology Center was established with the
aim to conduct practical research in psychology, develop
human resources and thereby contribute to the
community, taking advantage of the characteristic
features of a comprehensive university as a collaboration
among the Graduate School of Medical Sciences, the
University Hospital, the School of Nursing, and the
Graduate School of Humanities and Social Sciences. To
promote human resource development and contribution
to the community, the center runs the Clinical Psychology
Consultation Room program and the Mental Health
Nursing Consultation program. In addition, the center
conducts professional activities rooted in the community
by regularly providing training workshops, etc. to
psychological specialists.

NCU SDGs Center was established in May 2021, for the
purpose of promoting activities aimed at achieving the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) by utilizing our
resources, including the results of education, research,
and medical achievements.

As a platform for the promotion of the SDGs at the
university, NCU SDGs Center promotes university-wide
activities to achieve the SDGs, and promotes
collaboration with Nagoya City and other governments,
companies, educational and research institutions, and
other organizations outside the university.

NCU SDGs Center published the SDGs Declaration in
March 2023.

Nagoya Studies Research Center was established in April
2023, to academically systematize the early modern
history of Nagoya. The objective of the center is to
promote research and study that fosters Nagoya's urban
development, social education, historical tourism, and
cultural promotion.

The Center's research into Nagoya's early modern history
from an archaeological perspective and through the
dissemination of it's results will contribute to the
realization of a university of distinction, and will also
contribute to the creation of an attractive community.

The Nagoya Advanced Research and Development Center was
established in December 2023 as a research center to focus
on strengthening the NCU's research capabilities, using NCU's
own financial resources along with funds from the Nagoya
Co-Creation Research Fund, comprised of donations from
private companies, related organizations, and local citizens,
including joint research funds from Nagoya City.

The Nagoya Advanced Research and Development Center will
contribute to the formation of a better society by solving
social issues, both locally and globally, supported by the
following four pillars: the formation of an international
research center, promotion of diverse clinical research,
training of world-class researchers, and promotion of research
into administrative and regional issues.

Institute of Brain Science Affiliated With the Graduate School of Medical Sciences
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With the aim of promoting interdisciplinary and fusional research
activities including basic medical research toward solutions to
advanced and high-need research challenges, the Institute of
Brain Science was established in October 2019 by reorganizing
the Institute of Molecular Medicine established in 1987.

The institute promotes cutting-edge research aiming to elucidate
brain functions and overcome cranial nerve diseases such as
dementia and developmental disorders across six fields -
neurotoxicology, neurodevelopmental and regenerative medicine,
dementia science, neurodevelopmental genetics, Neuro-oncology
and Department of Cognitive Function and Pathology.
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Laboratory Animal Facility Affiliated With the Graduate School of Medical Sciences
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The facility provides specialized animal husbandry and support
services to NCU members for work with different animals in a
vivarium. The facility observes the laws for the protection and
control of animals and the related laws, regulations, and controls,
and uses animals strictly according to international standards,
thereby promoting appropriate animal testing. The facility is also
committed to services for mouse developmental engineering and
genome editing as well as animal welfare education at NCU.

Research Center for Recurrent Pregnancy Loss Affiliated With the Graduate School of Medical Sciences
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In the fields of recurrent pregnancy loss, birth defect and prenatal
diagnosis, NCU is actively carrying on clinical research with many
patients not only from the surrounding community but also from
all over the country. In April 2015, NCU was designated by the
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology as
one of the Joint Usage/Research Centers, and as such the center
greatly contributes to the clarification of the human reproduction
mechanism concentrating on recurrent pregnancy loss not only
at NCU but also at home and abroad.

Institute of Drug Discovery Science Affiliated With the Graduate School of Pharmaceutical Sciences
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The Institute of Drug Discovery Science was established in 2011
within the joint research facilities on the Tanabe-dori campus as
an institute to assemble drug-discovery expertise of the Graduate
School of Pharmaceutical Sciences for university-launched drug
discovery. Since then, with the cooperation of the Graduate
School of Medical Sciences, the University Hospital and the
Graduate School of Natural Sciences (Present: the Graduate
School of Science), the institute has expanded and enhanced itself
into a university-wide joint research facility of NCU. Consequently,
in 2016, as a technical development center for drug discovery
science, the institute was accredited as a Joint Usage / Research
Center by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology. Not only as a unique facility covering the entire
process of drug development but as a drug-screening base in
Chubu-Tokai area, the institute promotes joint use and research
on a national level.
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Institute of Economic Research Affiliated With the Graduate School of Economics
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The Institute of Economic Research was established in 1996 with
the main purpose of contributing to the international and regional
economy at large through the research of the regional economy
with a global view. Taking into consideration the integration of the
world economy, especially that of Asian countries, its research
topics focus on challenges facing the economy of the Chubu Region
including economic structure, public finances, financial activities,
labor economics, social security, and the environment. It publicizes
policy proposals based on its research outcomes in order to achieve
a steady economic growth in the Tokai Area and satisfy the
expectations of its citizens.
